Minutes of the Last Meeting
Minutes of the 45th Annual General Meeting were distributed.

Matters Arising
The question was asked regarding the venue for next year's Dayboat Week. This will be mentioned in the Secretary's report later in the meeting. It was confirmed that the use of spinnakers on the Dayboat had been rejected by the membership. Sue Clayton was still offering the use of her spinnaker to anyone who wished to try it.

The minutes were accepted and proposed by Nic Cross and seconded by Ron Lovett.

4 Chairman's Report
Peter Hewitt confirmed that it had been a most successful week at Chichester last year and reaffirmed how good it was for the Dayboat Class to be seen sailing in different areas.

The Dayboat Moulds had now been moved to Saltern's Boatyard on the Hamble. An agreement had been reached in principle with regards to the building of new dayboats but prices had not yet been fixed. 

Thanks were extended to the committee members for all the work carried out in preparation for Dayboat Week in Salcombe. Special thanks were also extended to Dave and Maggie Horsford and Roger Hunt who were now retiring from the committee.

5 Treasurer's Report
John Yonwin distributed copies of the accounts to all members present. It was felt that the same structure for the collection of subscriptions be retained due to the same amount of money being collected as had been under the previous structure.

A small profit of £40.00 had been realised from Dayboat Week at Chichester and details of this profit were explained to members. Colin Rainback asked if the new builders were contributing funds towards the refurbishment of the moulds. It was confirmed that it was a joint venture between the association and the new builders.

Chris Steer proposed acceptance of the Treasurer's Report and this was seconded by Nic Cross.

6 Secretary's Report
Phil Lokier informed the membership that the Website and Email facilities had been instrumental in easier communication and had generated interest. There had been a lot of interest in the Dayboat from the P.B.O article and I was asked for many copies of the 2nd hand boat list. Following telephone calls to people who had not renewed their subscriptions to the association, and thus discovering they wished to sell their boats, the 2nd hand Dayboat list had been widely distributed and resulted in the sale of 3 boats within the last 6 months. Peter White who was here in Salcombe was one of the people who had bought his boat from information on the website and communicating with Phil. It is an exercise that will be carried out again after the subscriptions have been collected.

The open meets dates for the year to be displayed on the web-site together with an up to date 2nd hand dayboat list as soon as possible. The report from Salcombe Dayboat week will be on the web-site in June.

A provisional booking has been made for the Southampton Boat Show in September and we are looking for volunteers to man the stand for the duration of the show. A volunteer list to be drawn up in due course.

It is hoped to host a "Try A Dayboat" after the show in September. This will be advertised on the web-site and through the various sailing clubs.
